These art-
works are accompanied by a
65-minute documentary, Y64:
Whispers of the Unseen, di-
rectedbyJainJoseph. Theex-
hibitionwas launched inNew
DelhionDecember4,2025.

“I started this journey in
2015,” Beena Unnikrishnan
said during a media interac-
tion. She spent five years com-
pleting the paintings and
another two years working on
thedocumentary.

InIndiantantric traditions,
the 64 Yoginis are regarded as
manifestations of Shakti and

areassociatedwithmultipleas-
pects of feminine power and
transformation.

She said her interpretation
seeks to foregroundthe ideaof
internalbalanceratherthanrit-
ual practice. “It ismore about
feminine energy and the im-
portanceofco-existence.Every
person carries both feminine
and masculine energy,” she
said.ShehadtravelledtoYogini
templesitesincludingHirapur
inOdisha,Morena inGwalior,
BhedaghatinMadhyaPradesh
and Khajuraho during the
courseof theproject.

She described her engage-
ment as intuitive rather than
academic. “It was a very spiri-
tual journey forme,” she said,
adding, “Academically I have
notdoneanyresearch.”Shedis-
tanced her work from ritual-
centric understandings often
associatedwith the tradition.
“For a person to understand
God or a Goddess, you really
don’t need a ritual,” she said.
FollowingAhmedabad, the ex-
hibitionwillcontinueitstourto
Jaipur,DelhiandGwaliorbefore
concludinginChennaiinApril.

ON THE evening of July 15,
2024,RanjanKumar(32)walked
outofhishomeinVikalpKhand,
inLucknow’sGomtiNagar, but
didn’treturn.

Itwassupposedtobeaweek
of celebrations; Ranjan’swed-
dingwas just days later. “The
weddingeventswereunderway.
He left around 6.30 pm; we
thoughthehadgoneforastroll,”
hisfather,68-year-oldhomoeo-
pathDr Vikrama Prasad, told
TheIndianExpress.

WhenRanjandidnotreturn
aftertwohours,panicsetin,and
theweddingwaseventuallycan-
celled.

What followedwas a year-
and-a-half-longstruggleagainst
apolice systemthat eventually
forced Prasad to knock on the
doors of the Allahabad High
Court after “seeing no ray of
hope”.

His petitionhasnowsnow-
balled,with theHighCourt in-
quiringintoandcriticisingwhat
itdescribedastheUttarPradesh
police’s “cavalier” approach to-
wardmissingpersons.

In its order onJanuary 29, a
divisionbench stated that 1.08
lakh persons were reported
missingacrossthestateovertwo
years, between 2024 and2026,
“butactionfortracingonly9,700
personshadbeentaken”.“What
couldbethejustificationforthis
insufficiency in efforts to trace
out the remainingmissingper-
sons?” it asked.The court or-
dered thatDrPrasad’s petition

be registered as a PIL, stating
that a “larger public interest is
now involved in the matter”.

Fadinghope
According to the missing

person’s complaint filed at the
ChinhatpolicestationonJuly17,
2024,Ranjan lefthomewithno
money.Hisbankaccountshave
shownnoactivitysince,accord-
ingtoPrasad.

In his writ petition filed in
November 2025, Prasad stated
that despite repeated requests
for over a year to the Station
HouseOfficerandInvestigating
Officerto“properlyconductthe
proceedingtosearch”,aswellas
writing to theCommissionerof
Policeabouttheinaction,hesaw
“nohope toget justice fromthe
presentpolice officialswhoare
nottakingtheinvestigationseri-
ously”.

“Thepolicewould tellme, ‘I
am looking into it, I amdoing
this,Iamdoingthat’,”Prasadre-
called.“ButIamnota lawyeror
an investigator. I don’t know
whattheywereactuallydoing.I
just know I didn’t get any re-
sults.”

Accordingtohispetition,he
wasdrivenby“great apprehen-
sion... thatthepolicewillnotdo
anything in thematter” to ap-
proach the High Court. He
soughtawritofmandamus—a
judicial commandordering the
governmenttoperformitspub-
licduty—todirect thepoliceto
investigatethecaseina“fairand
propermanner”.

‘Casualandcavalier’
When thematterwasheard

by the LucknowBench of the
HighCourt inDecember 2025,
JusticesAbdulMoinandBabita
Rani observed that “this writ
petition is a classic example of
the casual andcavalier attitude
ofauthorities”.

Investigation intoRanjan’s
disappearanceeffectivelybegan
only after the court intervened
—nearly16monthslater.AnFIR
waslodgedonDecember2,2025,
only after the court asked the
LucknowPoliceCommissioner
forastatusreport.

However, what turned the
plea intoa state-wide issuewas
the government counsel’s ad-
missionbefore theHighCourt
on December 17 that “com-
plaints pertaining tomissing...
areuploaded(online),andthere-
after,theycontinuetoremainon
thewebsite till suchtime, some
impetus is given either by an
orderoftheCourtoflaworother-
wise”.

Noting that this “indicates
thetotallackofseriousnesswith
whichauthorities takemissing
complaints... lodged by resi-
dents of Uttar Pradesh”, the
court asked the state govern-
ment’sprincipalhomesecretary
toplaceonrecorddataaboutpo-
lice action in missing person
complaints.

Onseeingthedataprovided
bythePoliceTechnicalServices
Headquarters – 1,08,300miss-
ingpersoncomplaintswerereg-
istered fromJanuary 1, 2024, to
January18,2026,ofwhich9,700
pertain to action taken to trace
them–thecourt,onJanuary29,
saiditwasshocking.

Statingthat itwas“aghastat
theattitudeoftheauthoritiesin
addressingcomplaintspertain-
ing to missing persons”, the
courtobserved:“It isonlywhen
thiscourthas takencognisance
ofapersonhavinggonemissing
that theofficialmachineryhas
got intomotionby lodging the
FIR andby indicating efforts...
now being made to trace the
missingperson.”

For Prasad, the develop-
ments bring little solace. “I just
wantmysonback.”
